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2. MAJOR SECTIONS
The paper should be divided into numbered sections which can be further divided into subsections. However, Acknowledgement and References will not have any section number.

2.1 Equations
Equations should be numbered sequentially. Place the equation number to the right of the equation. An example would be 
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(1)
Refer to this equation as Eq. (1).

2.2 Figures and Tables
Figures and Tables should also be separately numbered and must have captions. For example:

Figure 1. Phase-space trajectory of simple harmonic oscillator.

Place figure captions directly below each figure. Place table captions just above each table.
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
